Bryan Construction breaks ground
on Academy District 20 school

Academy District 20 selected Bryan Construction, MOA Architecture and RTA 
Architecture to construct Chinook Trail Middle School. The $41 million budget 
is fully inclusive of all design and construction components.

Chinook Middle School will be located on the same campus as Chinook Trail Elemen-
tary, which was built in 2007, and will serve as the district’s ninth middle school.

The 125,000-square-foot campus is being constructed to educate 1,000 students 
using high-performance classrooms, as well as athletic facilities including tennis, foot-
ball and softball.

The school will incorporate sustainability and energy-efficiency design and construc-
tion standards to ensure a healthy learning environments for the students, as well as to 
ensure long-term energy savings. Construction will wrap up in time for the 2019-2020 
school year. The remainder of the office features the company’s many good-food initia-
tives displayed on flat screens, retail-like exhibitions and hanging signage.
